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Troop 88 Policy: Medical Records for Activities

Ensuring the health and safety of all Troop 88 activity participants is a primary responsibility of all.  One important element of this is being aware of any medical issues or requirements of participants at Troop 88 activities.  Additionally it is important to have current and complete medical insurance and contact information should it be required.  For these reasons it is required that everyone attending a Troop 88 function that is outside the Denver metro area and/or exceeds 72 hours in length must have a proper and current medical form on file with the Activity Leader.  This includes all family members and other guests on Troop 88 sponsored camping trips.  The Activity Leader is responsible to ensure that a current and complete record is available for each participant.  If the properly completed medical form is not available that individual may not go with the Troop on the event.  There are three types of medical records used in the Boy Scout program: Class 1, Class 2, and Class 3.

A Class 1 medical record is filled out annually by anyone participating in Boy Scout events (e.g. Day camp, overnight camping, and other programs not exceeding 72 hours in length). This form is filled out by a parent for his or her son, or a guest or adult participating in the Boy Scout activity. A parent or legal guardian’s signature is required to complete this form (adults can sign for themselves). This form is extremely important as it authorizes medical treatment in an emergency situation. In accordance with BSA policy, every effort will be made to contact a parent or guardian before emergency treatment begins, however, it is vital that we have a medical release on file should we be unable to make contact.

A Class 2 medical record is good for thirty-six months and is required for all participants in activities such as backpacking, tour camping, or recreational sports involving events lasting longer than 72 consecutive hours (e.g. regular Summer Camp). A Class 2 physical records the results of a medical evaluation by a licensed health care provider (a physician or other provider authorized by the state to give physical exams). 

A Class 3 medical record is required annually for all Boy Scouts participating in high-adventure activities (such as Sea Base or Philmont), athletic competitions, and world jamborees. Also, it is required for all adults over 40 participating in events lasting longer that 72 hours.

Colorado State Law has mandated the use of a single standardized medical form, the Colorado Boy Scout Camps Health & Medical Record.  Completion of Sections 1, 2, and 3, of this consolidated form qualifies as a Class 1 medical history. Completion of all sections (page 1and 2); of the same form qualifies as a Class 2 or 3 medical record.  A completed form is valid for 24 months for persons under 40 years of age and 12 months for persons 40 years of age and older.
